If the ISSM/ISSO Training Instructor feels that the 
student has met the Learning Objectives of the particular module, the student will then begin 
reviewing the next “Learning Module”.

 Set up and follow a study schedule. Complete the Learning Modules as assigned by the ISSM/ISSO 
Training Instructor.  

 Communicate willingly, thoughtfully and respectfully. Contact the ISSM/ISSO Training Instructor as 
soon as you have a question. Be sure to provide enough detail in your message to allow the Instructor 
to completely address your concerns. Even though you may never meet your teacher face to face, you 
should still speak and behave as you would in a classroom. 

 Follow directions for formatting questions to the ISSM/ISSO Training Instructor. 
 Expect the ISSM/ISSO Training Program to be as comprehensive as the course taught in a traditional 

classroom setting. If you feel overwhelmed by the transition to an online setting, contact your 
ISSM/ISSO Training Instructor for assistance.
